nuity that lasted for cen-
turies. They worked
handin-hand with chari-
table organisations such
as the Santa Casa de Mis-
ericérdia (the Holy

House of Mercy, which
despite its name was a
secular body) and with
the local ecclesiastical
authorities, usually the
bishop. The Catholic
Church established its
hierarchy in the Far East
soon after the arrival of
Portuguese civil authori-
ties. In India, Goa was
settled as early as 1510
and by 1534 became a
bishopric and in 1558 an
archbishopric. Macau fol-
lowed. Macau was settled
in 1557 and the first Bish-
op of Macau was appoint-
ed in 1576. The Church

was a powerful presence.

The main instrumentali-
ties of civil organisations
also appeared in that first
generation of Portuguese

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1569, almost from the
beginning of the Portu-
guese presencé and the
Céamara Municipal, the
Municipal Council, in
1586. Like all Portuguese
councils, the Macau coun-
cil controlled the leasing
of land, levied rates, fixed
sale prices, licensed street
hawkers, maintained
roads, kept fountains in
working order and issued
building licences. It was
responsible for public or-
der, and organised reli-
gious processions such as
the important annual Cor-

pus Christi procession.

As century succeeded
century, expectations
changed as urban life be-
came more complex.
Councils in most parts of
Europe came to exercise
powers over town plan-
ning and sometimes public
health and water supply.
In modern times we also
expect councils to look
after public parks, street
lighting, garbage collection
and libraries, a more re-
cent development of the
civic responsibilities of the

16th century.

In the Portuguese colo-
nies, council members
usually came from the
leading families in the
community, and it was a
mark of honour to be one
of the vereadores
(councillors) of the cama-
ra or an irméo (brother)
of the Santa Casa de Mis-
ericArdia.
